For the three-month and nine-month periods ended September  30, 2013 (Unaudited but reviewed)

1. GENERAL INFORMATION 
BuilderSmart Public Company Limited has the address of its registered office at 905/7, Rama III soi 51, Rama III Rd., Bang Pong Pang, Yan Nawa, Bangkok. The Company has 2 branches located at 636/11-12 Moo 3, Puttharaksa Rd, Praksa, Muang, Samutprakarn and at 888/7 Moo 20, Bangpeeyai, Bangpee, Samutprakarn.
The principal business operation of the Company is retail sale of construction material, tool and equipment for construction and interior design. The Company was listed on the Stock Exchange of Thailand on February 14, 2008 and the Company’s stocks were traded on the MAI (Market for Alternative Investment).
2. BASIS FOR PRESENTATION OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
The interim financial statements are prepared on a condensed basis in accordance with Thai Accounting Standard No. 34, Interim Financial Reporting (revised 2009), including related interpretations and guidelines promulgated by the Federation of Accounting Professions (“FAP”) and applicable rules and regulations of the Securities and Exchange Commission.
The interim financial statements have been prepared in the Thai language and expressed in Thai Baht. Such interim financial statements have been prepared for domestic reporting purposes. For the convenience of the readers not conversant with the Thai language, an English version of the interim financial statements has been provided by translating from the Thai version of the interim financial statements. 

Other than those specified in the notes to the annual and interim financial statements, all other balances presented in these interim financial statements are prepared under the historical cost basis. 

The interim financial statements have been prepared to provide information additional to that included in the financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2012. They focus on new activities, events and circumstances to avoid repetition of information previously reported. Accordingly, these interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2012.

The preparation of the interim financial statements in conformity with Thai Financial Reporting Standards requires management to make judgments, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of policies and reported amounts of assets, liabilities, income and expenses. The estimates and associated assumptions are based on historical experience and various other factors that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances, the results of which form the basis of making the judgments about carrying amounts of assets and liabilities that are not readily apparent from other sources. Subsequent actual results may differ from these estimates.

The estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting estimates are recognized in the period in which the estimate is revised, if the revision affects only that period, and in the period of the revision and future periods, if the revision affects both current and future periods.
Basis for preparation of the consolidated interim financial statements

The consolidated interim financial statements related to the Company and its subsidiaries (together referred to as the “Group”) are prepared using the same basis as were used for the consolidated financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2012.

During the period 2013, the consolidated interim financial statement included the accounting transactions of Door And Window (Asia) Co., Ltd. (the subsidiary company). The Company has shareholding of 100 percentage of this company which registered on January 3, 2013. The business operation is providing window and door architectural systems and service under brand “Fletcher”. In the third quarter 2013, Door And Window (Asia) Co., Ltd. has been changed its name to D&W (Asia) Limited.
Transition to new and revised TFRS
In the first quarter 2013, the Group has adopted new and revised TFRS which are effective for the financial statements for the period beginning on or after January 1, 2013. Such transition affected the Group overall financial position and financial performance as follows: 
Thai Accounting Standard (TAS) No. 12 – Income taxes 
The main change introduced by TAS 12 is the requirement to account for deferred tax assets and liabilities in the Group’s financial statements. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are the amounts of income taxes recoverable and payable, respectively, in future periods in respect of temporary differences between the carrying amount of the assets or liabilities in the statement of financial position and the amount attributed to that assets or liabilities for tax purposes; and the carry forward of unused tax losses. 

The Group adopted TAS 12 with effective from January 1, 2013. The effects of the change were recognized retrospectively in the financial statements and the statement of financial position as at December 31, 2012 and January 1, 2012 and the statement of comprehensive income for the nine-month period ended September 30, 2012 were adjusted accordingly. The management estimates that the impact on the financial statements as follows:

3. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
The interim financial statements are prepared using the same accounting policies and methods of computation as were used for the financial statements for the year ended December 31, 2012 except the adoption of new and revised TFRS as follows:
Income tax
Income tax expense for the period comprises current and deferred tax. Current and deferred tax are recognised in profit or loss except to the extent that they relate to items recognised directly in shareholders’ equity or in other comprehensive income.

Current tax is the expected tax payable or receivable on the taxable income or loss for the period, using tax rates enacted or substantively enacted at the end of reporting period date, and any adjustment to tax payable in respect of previous periods. 

Deferred tax is recognised in respect of temporary differences between the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities for financial reporting purposes and the amounts used for taxation purposes.
Deferred tax is measured at the tax rates that are expected to be applied to the temporary differences when they reverse, using tax rates enacted or substantively enacted at the end of reporting period date.
In determining the amount of current and deferred tax, the Group takes into account the impact of uncertain tax positions and whether additional taxes and interest may be due. The Group believes that its accruals for tax liabilities are adequate for all open tax years based on its assessment of many factors, including interpretations of tax law and prior experience. This assessment relies on estimates and assumptions and may involve a series of judgements about future events. New information may become available that causes the Group to change their judgement regarding the adequacy of existing tax liabilities; such changes to tax liabilities will impact tax expense in the period that such a determination is made.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset if there is a legally enforceable right to offset current tax liabilities and assets, and they relate to income taxes levied by the same tax authority on the same taxable entity, or on different tax entities, but they intend to settle current tax liabilities and assets on a net basis or their tax assets and liabilities will be realised simultaneously.
A deferred tax asset is recognised to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profits will be available against which the temporary differences can be utilised. Deferred tax assets are reviewed at the end of reporting period date and reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that the related tax benefit will be realised.
Earnings per share
Basic earnings per share as presented in statement of comprehensive income is calculated by dividing the net profit for the period by the weighted average number of ordinary shares issued and paid up during the period.
Diluted earnings per share is calculated by dividing the net profit attributable to common shareholders by the weight 
average number of common shares assuming all warrant of 78 million warrants were exercised.
Share-based payment

Equity-settled share-based payments to executives and employees are measured at the fair value of the equity instruments at the grant date. The fair value of the equity instrument are measured by using a Black-Scholes model, which included financial assumption such as grant date share price, exercise price warrant, expected volatility, the expected period, that shareholders will completely use their right on warrant, expected dividend yield, risk free interest rate.

The fair value determined at the grant date of the equity-settled share-based payments is expensed on a straight-line basis over the vesting period, based on the Group’s estimate of equity instruments that will eventually vest, with a corresponding in related shareholder’s equity.

19. LEGAL RESERVE

The legal reserve of the Company was established in accordance with the provisions of the Thai Public Company Limited Act B.E. 2535, which requires the appropriation as legal reserve of at least 5% of net income for the year until the reserve reaches 10% of the authorized share capital. This reserve is not available for dividend distribution. 
20. PROVIDENT FUND
The Company established a contributory registered provident fund, in accordance with the Provident Fund Act B.E. 2530. The registered provident fund was approved by the Ministry of Finance. Under the plan, employees must contribute 3 percent of their basic salary, with 3 percent of the employees’ basic salary based on employees’ service years to be matched by the Company. The Company appointed an authorized fund manager to manage the fund in accordance with the terms and conditions prescribed in the Ministerial Regulation No. 2 (B.E. 2532) issued under the Provident Fund Act B.E. 2530.
